Intended Finished Floor

To drain easily, the mounting position of floor drain must 
be at the lowest area of the whole finished floor.

Determine the height of prearranged stub-out according
to the diameter of drain pipe and the height of intended 
finished floor.

Mount the floor drain according to the determined height. 
Position it. Fill up the interspace aroud it with cement.

The size of opening on the tile is as the figure shown. 
Lay the tile.

Fill up the gap between the floor drain and tile with cement.
Remove any excess cement. 

CLEANING INSTRUCTION

All Finishes: Clean the finish with mild soap and warm water. Wipe entire surface completely dry with clean soft
cloth. Many cleaners may contain chemicals, such as ammonia, chlorine, toilet cleaner etc. which could adversely
affect the finish and are not recommended for cleaning.

Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents on ISENBERG Faucets and fittings.
